The leader of the band is a young Slovenian vibraphone player Vid Jamnik, whose work is enthralling audiences far outside the borders of Slovenia as well and who belongs to the most talented young musicians in this part of Europe. Despite his young career, he has already played with many illustrious names of jazz. 

The band was formed by expanding the Vid Jamnik Trio, which was joined by an excellent Austrian drummer Bernd Reiter, a graduate of the University of Music and Performing Arts Graz. Vid is a student at the Carinthian State Conservatory in Klagenfurt and Stane and Luka are graduates of the same school, where the trio was also first formed. Bernd and Vid have already played on many European stages before. 

Vid Jamnik Quartet has already played many concerts (among others also on the Lent festival in Maribor, Slovenia and in Royal Garden Jazz Club in Graz, Austria) and also made a recording for the Slovenian National Television's programme called »Slovenian jazz scene«. 
The group plays jazz standards and originals as well as own compositions of its members. 

Presentation of the band members:
Vid Jamnik was born in Slovenj Gradec (Slovenia) on the 17th of August 1993. He made his first official musical steps in music school in Ravne na Koroškem with his professor Davorin Jevšnikar in 2001. There he learned percussion with a great pleasure. 

In August 2005 he visited summer jazz school in Grožnjan (Croatia), where he met his dear friend and mentor Boško Petrović. Since then vibraphone is his favourite instrument and jazz his favourite music. He mostly plays jazz but he likes classical music, too. In June 2007 he won 1st place on Euritmia international young musicians’ competition in Udine (Italy). He has already played with many big bands, groups and other renowned musicians including Jimmy Cobb, Boško Petrović Trio, Georgie Fame, Stefan Milenkovich, Simone Zanchini, David Gazarov, Gianni Basso, Howard Curtis, Dusko Goykovich, Rob Bargad, Arthur Lipner … He also took private lessons with Gary Burton and participated on many workshops led by famous musicians such as David Friedman, Dave Samuels, Lewis Nash, Nebojša Jovan Živković …

In 2007 he finished his primary music school education in Slovenia and in 2012 he graduated from the Jazz department of Musical Conservatory in Klagenfurt (Austria). 

In 2011/2012 he made a five-month Erasmus student exchange on the Jazz Institut Berlin with professor David Friedman. 

He is a member of many different groups at the moment: Vid Jamnik Quartet, Jazz Continuo, Aleš Rendla Sextet, Benny Hrdina’s Big Organ 5, Stick Control, Vid Jamnik 4, ZKM Group and Austrian-Slovenian jazz project.
